Disregarding his own safety, Cardinal Kung, then Father Kung was obedient to Pope 
Pius  XII by accepting the position of Bishop of   Souchou only months after China‘s 
People’s Liberation Army marched triumphantly into  Shanghai.  He dedicated 
himself, his ministry and his three dioceses, Shanghai, Souchou and Nanking to our 
Lady of the Holy Rosary. He remained the Bishop of Shanghai, Apostolic 
Administration of Souchou and Nanking until his death in 2000. 

Cardinal Kung lived a heroic life with unwavering devotion to the Roman Catholic 
Church enduring  32.5 years of jail, isolation and house arrest. To encourage his 
dioceses to remain steadfast while living under the new Communist government, 
Bishop Kung  wrote  In 1952, “Neither fire nor sword can take away my faith in
